Another great ministry that this church is involved in is our feeding of
the homeless people once a month at the homeless shelter at 2853 North
Ave. Pam Hurd presently coordinates this wonderful work. Our night at the
shelter is the first Monday of every month. On Sunday morning after services
we pass out frozen lasagna trays in the lobby of our building. We ask that
people take the trays home and bake them on Monday in time for the meal
Monday night. The meal is at 6 p.m. but we need the lasagna ready and at
the shelter at 5:30 p.m.

So the baking of the frozen lasagna is only one aspect of the work.
Serving the meal is another part of the work. We always need several volun-
teers to set up and serve the food. For details on how you can get involved,
see Pam Hurd. There is something for almost everyone to do and it would be
great to have a larger “pool” of volunteers to help with this work. You can
ask her about other aspects of the work besides baking and serving too.

| got my “activation” right off the bat and have
proceeded with a familiarization process. ( I dislike
starting something new with no instructions to fol-
low. ) So | followed the link that was provided and got
started. The main page has five tabs that can be ac-
cessed and | tried them all. THE HUB --is the first page
that opens up after | logged on. The next Tab is the
MY STUDENTS —this is the place that will list the stu-
dents that | have selected and show me their pro-
gress and tell me what | need to do in order for the
student to progress through the lessons. At this point
| have no students so this page is blank. The third tab
is STUDENT BOARD —this is the place where | can pick
a number of students that | am willing to work with. |
think | will start with just a couple. At this tab | learn a
little bit about the students that are awaiting a
teacher. | learn their name, what country they live in,
age, gender, language and some other information.
Since the students have to finish the first lesson in
the “signing-up” process that they go through, this
page also gives me the score on their first test. The
third tab is COURSE PREVIEW —here | can look over
each and every lesson that the students will be en-
couraged to do in the course of their study. And the
fifth and final tab is MAIL —here is where | will find
messages from any of my students that have addi-
tional questions or the place where | can send en-
couraging messages to students for whatever reason.

So now | begin: | picked two students from the
Philippines. | will see how this goes and then maybe
get more students.

It took me about forty minutes to grade the exams

and to make the comments that | felt were necessary.
So you see the time involved is scant and one could
spend more time or less time as one felt necessary.
One way to spend more time would be to have more
students.
