Memory Verse For July: Hebrews 11:3

“The Universe was formed at God’s command”
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_Gethsemane

Mark 14:32-36, “They went to a place called Gethsemane, and Jesus said to his disciples, “Sit here while | pray.” He took Peter,
James and John along with him, and he began to be deeply distressed and troubled. “My soul is overwhelmed with sorrow to
the point of death,” he said to them.“Stay here and keep watch.”

Gethsemane was between the mount of olives and the Temple. The garden was squeezed between these two loca-
tions. In the Garden there were olive presses. An olive press was a large stone that was rolled over olives to render olive oil. The
definition of Gethsemane is probably from the Aramaic gath shemanim, "oil press"). The name of this locations is quite fitting
for the situation it is most known for. Jesus chooses to pray in the press. In the Garden of Gethsemane the son of God would be
pressed beyond what any of us would want bear. Jesus was pressed so hard that drops of blood but oozed from his brow.

Jesus knew that he would soon be arrested. He knew that he was about to go through immense pain, mocking, and
anguish. So, he surrounded himself with the people closest to him. Jesus needed strength and encouragement. When we go
through difficult times, we should follow in Jesus’ footsteps.

Surrounds ourselves with friends, asks our friends to pray, prays for ourselves asks God for guidance, reminds our
friends to pray and lastly surrender our life to the will of God.
