Anxiety and depression are often uncomfortable – even taboo – subjects in Christiani-
ty.   Many believe that the truly saved are immune to them – manifestations of men-
tal disorders are signs of unbelief, sin, or demonic possession. 
 
We recognize the brokenness of the world in nature, in society, and even in our bod-
ies, but often forget that the brokenness can extend to our minds as well.  We’re im-
perfect creatures, with foolishness and flaws that are easily and unfortunately exploit-
ed.  Circumstance and a malfunctioning mind can twist a person’s thoughts into some-
thing terrible for them to live with, like being constantly handcuffed to your least fa-
vorite person in the universe until every day is a battle you’re no longer certain is 
worth fighting.  
 
If the depressed and anxious could just ‘snap out’ of it, they would.  The struggle of 
why and how and what have I done is painful and exhausting.  God offers hope – ever-
lasting life – but it seems too good to be true. Or perhaps for people who are better 
than we are.  People more trusting, more serving, who don't have sticky doubts hold-
ing the soles of their feet to the floor.  Maybe the hurt is a sign that we've been cast 
out on the street and need to crawl back begging forgiveness.  And when all the beg-
ging in your heart is spent and nothing changes, it’s difficult to form the thought that 
anything will ever be okay. 
 
This is born from a misconception that the goodness and mercy of God to his people 
is manifested in blessings.  Too often, we make the accusations of Eliaphaz, Bildad, 
and Zophar - the friends of Job - or the Apostles in John 9 when we see affliction and 
ask "Who has sinned so that this happened?" and forget the answer they were given. 
God is showing his glory on us and through us.  We are God’s possession, but that ser-
vice doesn't start with perfect knowledge of the Lord's will or depend on perfect sub-
mission, but rather on remaining with our Lord.   
 
Regardless of confusion and mistakes, wrestling and hiding, we remain as the posses-
sion of God, so long as we strive to draw nearer to him. God doesn't heal people be-
fore he touches them.  He brings home sick, imperfect, spiritually starved basket-
cases of distrust and disobedience because it is not the healthy who need a doctor. 
Your behavior can prevent you from enjoying the full benefits of being part of God's 
household, you can become bitter or despairing or defiant and leave, but I sincerely 
believe that as long as you truly desire to remain, there is nothing that will get you 
thrown out. 
 
"Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or 
sword?  ...For I am sure that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things 
present, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in 
all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Jesus Christ our 
Lord." – Romans 8:35 & 38-39    
Not fear. Not despair.   
Because God is sovereign over all of it.
